What you need to know about

Kid’s Best

We make school holidays what they ought to be — safe, fun, and productive!

Safe — We are a state licensed child care facility whose primarily goal is to keep your child safe and protected.
We do this by having a great staff (all of whom have undergone thorough background and reference
checks, abuse prevention training, and first aid training), a facility designed with children in mind
(gym, game room, and media room), and an active schedule that keep kids focused and not bored.

Fun — Each day has a theme, special activities, and a fast-paced flow. It is not left to the kids to find something
to do and to entertain themselves.

We follow the Madison Metropolitan School District calendar and are open only on
all-day school holidays (excepting Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Eve, Christmas Day,
New Year’s Eve, New Year’s Day, and Memorial Day). They are as follows: Sept. 16,
Oct. 30-31, Nov. 13, Nov. 28, Dec. 22, 23, 26, 29, 30, Jan. 2, Jan. 19, Feb. 27, and
April 6-13.

If there is sufficient interest from parents in us being open on the morning Early Release
days (Oct. 13, Jan. 23, Mar. 16, Mar. 27, and June 12), we would be happy to be open
those days as well. But please note that we do not have the ability to transport children
to and from the various school campuses. Therefore, parents must drop off and pick up
their children.

The registration fee for new students is $25. This fee is nonrefundable and
nontransferable.

Our fee is $20/day per child for the all-day school holidays and $15/day for the Early
Release days.

Please send a healthy lunch and drink with your child. Refrigeration and a microwave
are available. Please clearly mark the lunch if it is to be refrigerated. Kid’s Best
provides a morning and afternoon snack. Menus will be posted. If your child has any
allergy issues, please highlight them on the registration card and speak with the director
about it.
